Pasta Dinner Fundraiser  

Frances Yarbrough was born and raised on a farm in Central Alberta where she lived with her 

parents, two sisters and one brother, all of whom still reside in Alberta. After attending the 

University of Alberta and finishing two degrees in Science and Education, Frances worked for a 

Limnologist (studied fresh water systems) and then taught math and science in a public school 

in northern Alberta. After several years, she moved to Brandon, Manitoba where she obtained 

a business certificate and then was hired by the Canadian Red Cross where she worked with 

individuals and families recovering from disasters.  She then found herself working overseas in 

Papua New Guinea for a development agency during a time of financial crisis and famine.  

 

Upon her return to Canada, Frances moved to Prince George BC where she worked in a free 

standing hospice house as the administrator of volunteer resources and coordinator of grief sup-

port programs. She also continued to work with the Red Cross as a volunteer where she partici-

pated in disaster responses to the 9/11, BC forest fires, and hurricanes Katrina and Rita.  

 

In 2007, Frances moved to Ontario to complete her Masters of Social Work degree at Wilfrid 

Laurier University in Kitchener/Waterloo.  Frances says that she is thrilled to be working and 

living in the Orillia area and we are honoured to have her join the Hospice Orillia team.
